There is no deadline for
applications. Rooms are assigned on a first-come, first-served basis until the halls
are full.

A Plan for Moving Out

We appreciate your cooperation in making move-out a smooth process for
everyone. The reslife staff, custodial crew, and new residents of the halls (who will
be moving in within 24 hours of your student moving out) all thank you!

1. Make Travel Plans

Whether students are leaving by plane, train, or automobile, early planning can
reduce the chances of unexpected mishaps during their travels. The University
Housing contract allows students to stay until 24 hours after their last final, or
until 7:00 p.m. Friday, June 12, whichever comes first. The residence halls
close on Friday, June 12 at 7:00 p.m., which means that all students
must be packed and checked out of the halls by 7:00 p.m. that day.
The last meal served in the dining centers will be lunch on Friday.

Most students know in the first few weeks of spring term when their last final will
be. This allows students to prepare early for their trip home for the summer.

If your student plans to travel by plane or train,

make sure to reserve his or her seat as early Forwarding Mail: After
as possible, as many students across the June 12, University
nation are traveling at approximately the same Housing will forward
time.

2. Start Packing

Students do not have to wait until the last week of school to start packing. The
earlier your student starts planning and boxing up things that will not be needed,
the easier the move will be!

Students who go home during the weekends can start packing early by taking

home items such as winter clothes, old books, and items stored in trunk rooms.
Students who plan to travel by plane or train can make plans to ship items home
that will not fit in their luggage. Students can also start spring cleaning by selling
or donating unwanted items. In the final two weeks of spring term, donation barrels
are set up throughout the halls for convenient contributions to local non-profit
organizations.

3. Schedule a Check-out Appointment

Students must contact their Resident Assistant (RA) to schedule a check-out
appointment. During this mandatory appointment, students turn in keys, fill out
check-out forms, and the RA inspects each resident’s room.

4. Clean and Move Out

University Housing residents are responsible for cleaning their room and returning
the room to its original condition, much like one is expected to when vacating an
apartment or house. Both roommates are responsible for cleaning their room.
Roommates should try to work out fair and equitable cleaning arrangements to
avoid charges. Cleaning and damage charges may be assessed after check-out
for rooms found dirty and/or damaged and will be included on the final bill that is
emailed to students in mid-July.

Most rooms include: properly hung window coverings; two dressers and/or
wardrobe closets; two beds with mattresses, and frames; two desk chairs; two
desks in their correct places; doors mounted on closets; two towel racks; two
mirrors, a recycle bin, and a trash can. All housing linens, and telephones should
also be returned to the appropriate area desk.

During check-out, residents will also be asked to remove all trash, keep the hallways
clear, take newspapers to recycle bins and remove wood and pallets to docks,
etc. Residents will also be expected to vacuum their rooms, to take down all walll
hangings including any adhesive, nails, etc., and to remove any writing from the walls
and from both sides of the doors. Residents should also check for any damages to
the windows, mirrors, lights, door locks, and drawers. There will be posted times
for equipment return. Any items left in hall storage will be discarded (specific areas
have been set aside for summer students and summer storage).

5. Meet with the RA and Check-out

Make sure your student keeps their scheduled appointment with his/her RA.
Resident Assistants are very busy the last week of school. They also take finals,
need to pack, and have lots of students to check-out. Rooms should be clean and
items should be packed and moved out before the scheduled appointment time
so that RAs can collect keys and your student can complete the check-out form.
Once your student has checked out, they will not be able to enter their room or
use their meal plan.

Any questions or concerns regarding the check-out procedures should be directed
toward your student’s Resident Assistant or Complex Director.

Things that will cost students money:

= |Improper check-out, not leaving on time, or not scheduling a check-
out time with their Resident Assistant (RA)

= Failure to restore their room to the condition it was in when they
checked-in

= Failure to complete cleaning responsibilities
* Not turning in room and mailbox keys to their RA

= Absence of original room or hall inventory (furniture, hall vacuum,
mattress pad, and recycling bin for example)

= Failure to remove all personal items and garbage

* Failure to return furniture to its original place (leaving a bed in the
trunk room or leaving the blinds off the windows, for example)

= Failure to return loft beds to the bottom height adjustment



SUMMER STORAGE

It is amazing what is accumulated over
the course of a school year, and many
students may not wish to haul everything
back and forth. Students who will NOT
be coming back to the residence halls
next year might try putting some of their
belongings into one of the following local
storage facilities:

Mini Storage (541) 485-0011
StorltAll (541) 683-5622
U-Haul (541) 726-6051

Current residents returning to the residence
halls for the next academic year can
store some of their belongings at the
university and avoid taking more home than
necessary. Summer storage is offered only to students who are still living in the
residence halls during finals week in June, and who have reserved a space in the
residence halls for the 2009—10 academic year. Because space is limited, storage
will be offered on a first-come, first-served basis, and students’ 2009—-10 room
reservations will be checked when they store their luggage.

Although every security effort will be made, the university will not be responsible
for articles lost, stolen, or damaged while in storage. Therefore, students should
carry their own insurance on the items they store. Your student may already have
coverage through your insurance policy. ltems of special value to students should
not be stored with us during the summer.

In order to maintain the best possible security, once the summer storage room
locks on June 12, it will not be opened again until the halls open in September.
This means that students will not be able to pick up items during the summer, so
they should pack carefully.

Students will be able to check-in their storage items from 3:45 p.m. to 5:45 p.m,,
June 9 through June 12, 2009. ltems are available for pick-up September 24-26,
10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. and September 28-30, 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.
Stored items must be picked up before 5:00 p.m. on September 27.
Any items not picked up will be disposed of after one year, and students will
be charged a disposal fee.

Additionally, students’ boxes or luggage must be locked or securely wrapped
and tied. Students must show complete name, forwarding address, and student
ID number on each item, as well as on the storage agreement provided by
University Housing.

The minimum charge is $45 for one item or 14 cubic feet of space and $1 per
cubic foot of space over the initial 14 cubic feet. If a wardrobe trunk is larger
than 14 cubic feet, the minimum charge will apply, providing it is the only parcel
checked. Bicycles will be counted as one item.

When residents store items, they will be given a form describing the items
stored and the charge for storage. The charge will be billed to the student's UO
account. A copy of the form will also be available in the fall when students pick
up their belongings.

In order to make room for summer residents and to complete necessary residence
hall improvements, items left in student rooms, hallway closets, and hall storage
rooms will be discarded.

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This is an exciting time at the University of Oregon, as we are experiencing growth that
has been made possible by Campaign Oregon, the most successful private fundraising
campaign in state history. Residents of University Housing are getting a front row seat for
the action. To the south of the Bean Complex, the Museum of Natural and Cultural History
is being expanded. North of Hamilton Complex, the Academic Learning Center for Student
Athletes is quickly taking shape. And, to the east of Hamilton Complex and the north of Bean
Complex, Matthew Knight Arena and an alumni center are underway.

The various construction schedules mean there is likely to be noise, dust, and other
disturbances throughout the year, particular for those residents close to the construction sites.
Noise can be expected Monday through Saturday 8 a.m. to 7 p.m., with less noisy activity
starting as early as 7 a.m. At times, study or sleep in residence hall rooms in the immediate
vicinity of the construction sites may be impacted during the day. The UO is making every
effort to minimize disruptions for residential students, while still maintaining tight construction
schedules. Interested students will have an opportunity to meet with UO administrators during
spring term to discuss ways to lessen the impact of construction.
